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Common Mistakes
Trying to do everything

Starting a project without being able to finish

Trying to meet a need in which the church is not gifted

Trying to meet a need in which the church is gifted but for which there is no need in the community

Trying to replicate that which another church has implemented

Trying to provide a service that has already been implemented by somebody else

Using the project as bait

The Way Forward
Identify the spiritual giftedness and evangelism style of the church

Match the gifts with a specific need in the community.  A felt-needs survey could be useful or a trip to the local library/Social Services/Police

Advertise service you wish to provide ensuring you have enough dedicated personnel to carry the project
